  As many people are aware the TTCC building is in desper-

ate need of a roof.  The cost is estimated to be in excess of 

$85,000.  In late summer the Board kicked off a fundraising 

campaign ï SOAR ï Save Our Ailing Roof.  In a few short 

months we raised close to $75,000 ï awarded the bid to local 

contractor Joe Santamaria Construction, LLC and we expect 

work to begin in a few weeks, weather permitting.  We are so 

grateful for the outpouring of support we received towards 

this project. 

  The TTCC has a rich history in our communities.  This has 

been made possible through the collaboration with the United 

Methodist Church and locally with the Bristol United Church 

of Christ.  The ownership of the building has always been in 

the hands of these organizations and since 1946 they have 

generously allowed us the use of the building and property. 

  We are very excited to report that as of January 19, 2012 the 

Bristol Recreation Advisory Council (governing board of the 

TTCC) took ownership of the TTCC building.  Although 

there will be no visible change to operations the ownership 

will allow us to pursue many more grant opportunities and 

guarantee that we can continue our programs for generations 

to come! 

  We end 2011 with much gratitude and look forward to 

serving the Newfound Region in 2012.
